I am writing to you because lives depend on it.

My name is [Your Full Name] and I am a resident of [Your Ward / Riding / Neighbourhood] in London, Ontario. I am very concerned about the closure of Ark Aid Mission’s year-round emergency responsive services at 696 Dundas St, following the loss of over $1 million in municipal funding.

For more than 40 years, Ark Aid provided the only 7-day-a-week, open-door emergency support in London outside regular business hours. These services included food, shelter, crisis assessment, stabilization, system navigation, and pathways to housing. As of April 1, 2026, these life-saving services are gone—and our city is not prepared for that loss.

What does this mean for our city? This closure has resulted in the immediate loss of over 50 emergency resting spaces, 24/7 assessment and stabilization services, encampment meal supports, weekend access to basic needs, and critical housing and system navigation supports.

At the same time, approximately 2,000 people are experiencing homelessness in London, with over 7,000 on the housing waitlist and rising. When services disappear, the need does not—it shifts to hospitals, police, and encampments, often with far greater human and financial cost.

As my elected representative, I urge you to please take immediate action:

1. Provide immediate bridge funding to restore services while a long-term plan is created.
2. Advance a coordinated, community-based strategy for year-round emergency supports.
3. Commit to stable, multi-year funding for frontline homelessness services & organizations.
4. Publicly acknowledge the service gap and advocate for coordinated government action.
